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1 INTRODUCTION 

1.1 BACKGROUND  

Environmental Resource Management Australia Pty Ltd (ERM) was engaged 
by Cleary Bros (Bombo) Pty Ltd (CB) to undertake an independent 
environmental audit of the Albion Park  Quarry near Shellharbour, New South 
Wales (NSW). The purpose of the audit was to satisfy the requirements of the 
NSW Department of Planning and Environment (DPE) pursuant to the 
relevant Development Consent.  

This report sets out the audit purpose, methodology, summary, findings and 
detailed assessment. The audit was conducted on the 9 November 2017 and 
included document review and a site visit.  

1.2 AUDIT OBJECTIVES  

The objectives of the ERM’s audit were to:  

�x assess the environmental performance of the project and assess whether it 
is complying with the requirements  in the Condition of the Project 
Approval 10639 of 2005 (MOD 3, June 2017) and Environmental Protection 
Licence (No 299) (including any assessment, plan or program required 
under these approvals); 

�x review the adequacy of Cleary Bros Environmental Management Strategy 
and Environmental Monitoring Program required under the 
abovementioned consents/approvals;  

�x identify opportunities for improv ed environmental management and 
recommend appropriate measures or actions to improve the environmental 
performance of the project, and/or any assessment, plan or program 
required under the above mentioned approvals; and 

�x consultation with the relevant agenci es such as Department of Planning 
and Environment (DP&E), Environmen t Protection Agency (EPA), NSW 
Department of Industry (Division of Resource and Energy (DRE)) and 
Department of Primary Industry (DPI) – Water and Shoalhaven City 
Council.  

1.3  DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING ORDER  

As part of the Cleary Bros Conditions of Consent (PA 10639) for operation, an 
Independent Environmental Audit is to be conducted of the Albion Park 
Quarry every three years after the init ial Independent Audit (within two years 
of consent).  
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Schedule 6, Condition 7 of the Condition of the Project Approval 10639 of 2005 
(MOD 3, June 2017), summarises the audit requirements is provided below:  

Within 2 years of the date of this consent, and every 3 years thereafter, unless the 
Secretary directs otherwise, the Applicant must commission, commence and pay the 
full cost of an Independent Environmental Audit of the development. This audit must:  

(a) be conducted by a suitably qualified, experienced, and independent team of experts 
whose appointment has been endorsed by the Secretary;  

(b) include consultation with the relevant agencies;  

(c) assess the environmental performance of the development, and whether it is 
complying with the relevant requirements in this consent and any relevant EPL 
(including any assessment, plan or program required under these approvals);  

(d) review the adequacy of any approved strategy, plan or program required under 
these approvals;  

(e) recommend measures or actions to improve the environmental performance of the 
development, and/or any assessment, plan or program required under these approvals.  

(f) be conducted and reported to the satisfaction of the Secretary.  

Note: This audit team must be led by a suitably qualified auditor and may include 
additional experts in any field specified by the Secretary. 

This report constitutes outcomes of the Independent Environmental Audit to 
comply with Schedule 6, Condition 7 of the Conditions of Consent.  

1.4 SCOPE OF WORKS  

The audit applies to the active quarry and  any other infrastructure specifically 
approved by the Conditions of Consent. ERM notes the haul road was 
approved under a development consent by the Shellharbour City Council and 
hence is out of scope of this audit. ERM assessed the environmental 
compliance status for these areas. Scope items contained within the 
Development Consent are described in Table 1.1 below.

ERM note that issues relating to health and safety are outside of the scope of 
the audit, except where they directly rela te to the environmental issues such as 
the closure planning.  

The site visit concentrated on the assessment of the effectiveness of the 
environmental management and adequacy of performance.  

Where actions had been previously assessed by a statutory authority, ERM 
relied on the findings of the authority and did not reassess the relevant 
sections of the condition. (e.g. if a Condition of Consent required approval of a 
management plan by a statutory authorit y, ERM relied on the approval letter 
from the statutory authority that the plan was prepared in accordance with 
the detailed requirements of the Condition of Consent).  

The review of environmental monitoring  data has generally been limited to 
data collected between December 2014 to October 2017 (the most recent data 
available at the time of the site audit).  

1.5 PERSONNEL AND TIMING  

Mr. Oliver Moore and Ms. Megan Goonetilleke were approved by the DP&E 
to conduct the audit, as Lead Auditor  and Assistant Auditor respectively 
(refer to correspondence from the Department of Planning and Environment 
in Annex A).  

Mr. Oliver Moore and Ms. Megan Goonetilleke undertook the site visit. Mr 
Michael Gaggin (the ERM Partner in Charge of the Project) assisted with the 
peer review of the Report.  

The environmental audit was conducted on 9 November 2017.  

The following CB personnel were intervie wed during the course of the audit:  

�x Mr Mark Hammond – Environmental Officer; and  
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�x  Mr Geoff Robinson – Quarry Production Manager.

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2 AUDIT PROCESS 

The independent audit was conducted against each Condition of Consent, and 
each Licence Condition in EPL 299. The independent audit process at CB 
included: 

�x Off-site planning for the site audit;  

�x Collection of relevant background documentation; 

�x An opening meeting; 

�x Collecting audit evidence though info rmation gathering, observations and 
interviews;  

�x Site inspections; 

�x A close out meeting; 

�x Evaluating audit documentation; and  

�x Compiling this audit report.  

2.1 CLASSIFICATION OF AUDIT FINDINGS  

Findings resulting from an assessment of audit evidence were divided into six 
categories as follows: 

�x Compliant (C) :  the intent and all elements of the audit criteria 
requirements have been complied with within the scope of the audit.  

�x Not Verified (NV):  insufficient verifiable evidence to demonstrate that the 
intent and all elements of the audit cr iteria have been complied with within 
the scope of the audit. 

�x Non-compliance (NC):   Failure to meet the audit requirements, failure to 
achieve the field perform ance outcomes identified in documentation, or 
ineffective environmental management of the activity. 

�x Administrative Non-compliance (ANC):  technical conformance with audit 
requirements that would not impact on performance and is considered 
minor in nature (e.g. report submitted but not on the due date, failed 
monitor or late monitoring session). This would not apply to performance-
related aspects (e.g. exceedance of a noise limit) or where a requirement 
had not been met at all (e.g. noise management plan not prepared and 
submitted for approval). 
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�x Observation (O):  Observations are recorded where the audit identified 
issues of concern which do not strictly  relate to the scope of the audit or 
assessment of compliance.

2015.

�x potential for low environmental cons equences, but is likely to occur 

Administrative non-compliance: Only to be applied where the non-
compliance does not result in any risk of environmental harm (e.g. submitting 
a report to government later than required under approval conditions). 

2.2 AGENCY AND COMMUNITY CONSULTATION  

As part of this audit, ERM consul ted with the following agencies and 
stakeholders: 

�x NSW Department of Industry, Division of Resource and Energy (DRE); 

�x Shellharbour City Council (SCC); 

�x Department of Planning and Environment (DP&E); 

�x NSW Environment Protection Agency (EPA); and 
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�x Department of Primary Industry – Water (DPI). 

In each case an email was sent to representatives of each agency requesting 
feedback on those issues considered most relevant by their department at the 
time of the audit. 

2.2.1 Summary of Consultation 

The Terms of Reference were submitted to the DRE, SCC, DP&E, EPA, DPI on 
17 October 2017, prior to the site inspection to obtain feedback and draw 
attention to any key issues, within the agreed scope of the audit. 

DP&E responded confirming the audit team and Terms of Reference met the 
requirements of the IEA. At the time of  reporting responses had been received 
from the DP&E stating the Department would like the IEA to review how the 
site is being managed from the air quality perspective, now that the site has 
commenced ‘trigger management’ and associated real time monitoring. The 
detailed assessment within the report addresses these items. No response 
from other agencies was received during the audit process. 

The Community Consultation Committee for CB meets biannually and last 
met in July 2017.  

2.3 OPENING MEETING  

The opening meeting was held at the Albion Park Quarry site office on 9 
November 2017. The opening meeting was attended by Mr. Oliver Moore 
(Lead Auditor), and Ms. Megan Goonetilleke (Assistant Auditor) and CB 
Personnel Mr. Mark Hammond and Mr. Geoff Robinson.  

2.4 AUDIT  

Interviews and discussions were held in accordance with the agreed audit 
schedule.  

Site inspection was undertaken by Mr. Oliver Moore, Ms Megan Goonetilleke, 
Mr. Mark Hammond and Mr Geoff Robinson on 9 November 2017 and 
included observations of the following areas:  

�x The active quarry; 

�x A drive through of the materials storage area;  

�x A demountable building associated with the active quarry; 

�x Groundwater sampling areas; 

�x Rehabilitation areas; 
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�x Noise and vibration monitoring station areas;  

�x Weather station area; 

�x Surface water sampling areas; 

�x Stormwater storage dam; and 

�x Stormwater discharge point. 

Mr. Mark Hammond and Mr. Geoff Robinson provided assistance with 
collecting audit evidence by providin g ERM with documentation for each 
approval condition, and licence conditions.   

2.5 CLOSING MEETING  

The closing meeting was conducted on the 9 November 2017 at the Albion 
Park site office and included a discussion of preliminary audit findings. Mr. 
Oliver Moore (ERM), Ms. Megan Goonetilleke (ERM), Mr. Mark Hammond 
(CB) and Mr. Geoff Robinson (CB) attended the meeting.  

2.6 AUDIT REPORT  

A summary of all non-compliances, administrative non-compliances, 
observations and ERM recommendations arising as a result of the audit, are 
included in Section 4.4 this report, detailed compli ance tables are presented in 
Annex B. ERM note the audit report is based on objective evidence. 

CB is required to submit a copy of this independent environmental audit 
report to the Secretary (NSW DP&E), together with its response to any 
recommendations contained in the independent audit report within 12 weeks 
of the audit being undertaken.  
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3 SITE DESCRIPTION 

The subject property is located in a rural area of Shellharbour Local 
Government Area, in Croom, New South Wales, Australia. The subject 
property consists of two lots of land identified as Lot 1 DP 8582445 and Lot 23 
DP 1039967. On Lot 23 1039967, the area covered by the haul road to the 
quarry is excluded from the scope of this audit as a separate Council DA 
applies to this haul road.  

The quarry operates from Monday to Friday, 7am to 5:30pm, and Saturdays 
7am to 1pm.  

3.1 CURRENT OPERATIONS 

The site is a hard rock quarry which utilises controlled blasting and 
earthmoving equipment to extract the ro ck. The quarry produces a wide range 
of construction aggregates, including blue metal aggregates, road bases of 
various grades and blended specialty products made to specification. These 
products are transported fr om the site via truck.  

The quarry comprises a six stage development. The Quarry has previously 
been operating in Stages 1, 2, 3 and 4. The Development Consent for 
Modification 3 was approved in July 2017 to activate the approved Stages 5 
and 6 of the Quarry. In the Modification 3 application, an Environmental 
Assessment was undertaken in August 2016 by MMJ Wollongong, which 
assessed the likely environmental impacts associated with Stages 5 and 6. 
These primarily relate to noise, blasting and vibration, air quality and water 
quality. Following the approval of th e Modification 3, Cleary Bros has 
undertaken a review of all management plans, programs, and strategies 
required under the consent, undertaken the necessary consultation, and 
provided the plans to DP&E for approval.  

Other ancillary activities include:  

�x Groundwater monitoring wells;  

�x Surface water flow monitoring; 

�x High Volume Air Sampler (HVAS) monitoring point; 

�x Meteorological station; 

�x Stormwater collection infrastructure; and 

�x Various pumps for discharge of stormwater.  
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Areas which comprise part of the quarry  as a whole, but were not subject to 
the Development Consent and are therefore excluded from the scope of this 
audit include:  

�x Rock crushers; 

�x Supertreat effluent treatment plant (with on-site irrigation); 

�x Various oil/water separators; 

�x Recycled water system for concrete batch plant;  

�x Above ground storage tank farm; 

�x Three underground storage tanks (all non-operational and 
decommissioned since the last audit); 

�x One fuel filling area; 

�x Maintenance workshop; 

�x Vehicle washing bay; 

�x Vehicle washing yard 

�x Compressed gas storage; 

�x Drummed storage of oils, coolants, grease etc.; 

�x Parts washers (non-solvent based); and  

�x Shredded wood waste storage (for revegetation soil stabilisation purposes). 

The facility also includes a non-operational quarry (used for storage of over 
burden,) a materials sales area and concrete batch plant. These areas were not 
included in the scope of audit.   
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4 AUDIT FINDINGS 

4.1 COMPLIANCE WITH CONDITIONS OF CONSENT AND EPL 

The conditions of Development Consent and EPL granted to CB from DP&E 
and EPA respectively were reviewed as part of this audit. Non-compliances 
with the sites Conditions of Consent and  the EPL identified during the audit 
were largely administrative in nature. Set out below in Table 3 are findings 
where either compliance could not be demonstrated or observations for 
improvement were identified.  

4.1.1 Review of Environmental Protection Licence Non-Compliances 

A review of the Annual Returns for 2014/15, 2015/16 and 2016/17 was 
undertaken as part of this audit.  Non-compliances reported include: 

�x 2014 / 15: It was identified in an Independent Audit in November 2014, that 
the solar radiation monitoring equipm ent was not recording, following an 
upgrade. The solar radiation monitori ng equipment is owned by Clearly 
Bros and is used in the operation of the weather station at the quarry. The 
cause of the non-compliance was due to the upgrade to the equipment, and 
to rectify this issue a replacement solar radiation sensor was installed in 
April 2015. The quarry Environmental Officer now reviews weather data 
on a weekly basis to ensure the equipment is recording as expected. The 
non-compliance was related to Licence condition number M4.1 and was 
closed out following the 2014 IEA.  

�x 2015/16: The weather data monitoring equipment did not operate 
continuously through the reporting period due to an external battery 
failure during 3 – 14 June 2016. This led to an intermittent outage of the 
weather station whereby the station would not operate during low light 
and night time conditions. The station was online for 98% of the reporting 
period, within the OEH Upper Hunter Air Quality Monitoring Network’s 
target of 95% online. The site has now installed a low voltage alarm and 
reviews weather data on a weekly basis. The non-compliance was related to 
Licence condition number M4.1. 

�x 2016/17: No non-compliances reported.  

Cleary Bros’ management provided evid ence to confirm the actions described 
in the Annual Returns to rectify these non-compliances have been 
implemented.  
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4.2 COMPLAINTS SUMMARY  

A review of the Annual Returns for th e audit period shows 14 complaints 
have been received from December 2014 to November 2017. Investigations for 
each complaint have not showed any exceedances of the licence conditions 
/Conditions of Consent limits. The complaints are summarised below:  

�x 2014 / 15 - three complaints – all for blasting noise;  

�x 2015 / 16 - two complaints – all reported in the category of other ( ‘other’ 
meaning not related to air, water, noise or waste). Site Management 
advised that these complaints related to blasting noise and vibration; and  

�x 2016 / 17 – nine complaints – three related to air and six relating to ‘other’, 
and confirmed by Site Management as relating to blasting noise and 
vibration.    

Cross referencing of the quarry’s complaints register and the annual returns 
indicates that all complaints have been reported as required by the 
environmental protection licence.  

A review of the CB complaints register , describes that all complaints in the 
audit period related to noise and vibrat ion from blasting, or dust generation 
and loose material at the quarry entrance.  Investigations into these 
complaints have not indicated any breaches of licence limits or Conditions of 
Consent.  

All complaints received are recorded in an internal event recording system 
and process is in place to ensure the complaint is followed up with the 
complainant and where necessary the regulatory authority. Complaints and 
the resolution are reported on the CB website and in the Community 
Complaints Report. 

4.3 PREVIOUS INDEPENDENT AUDIT  

The previous independent environmen tal audit was undertaken by ERM 
Australia Pty Ltd in November 2014. Th e findings of this report were 
reviewed and considered in the development of this report.  

4.3.1 Review of Previous Issues 

The previous environmental audit id entified several issues and non-
compliances. These are summarised in Table 4.1 below:  
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Table 4.1  Previous Independent Environmental Audit Findings (H igh and Medium Significance): Summary of Actions against Non-Com pliance

Schedule 3, Condition 8 (High Significance)  –  

The production of quarry products from the quarry 
must not exceed 400,000 tonnes in any financial year. 

The production figures for 2012 – 2013 (615,190 tonnes) 
were reported above the allowable limit (600,000 tonnes). 
Site management reported an application was submitted to 
the Department of Planning and Environment to increase 
production limit to 900,000 tonnes.   
 

Modification 2 approved in 2015 permitting extraction of 
up to 900,000 tonnes per year  
 
 
Item closed. 

Schedule 4, Condition 21 (High Significance)  –  
The applicant shall establish a permanent meteorological 
station at a location approved by the DEC and to the 
satisfaction of the Director – General, to monitor the 
parameters specified in Table 9, using specified units pf 
measure, averaging period, frequency and sampling.  
 

The weather station was not collecting meteorological data, 
specifically; Temperatures at 2m; Sigma Theta at 10m; and 
Total solar radiation at 10m. 

CB has reprogrammed the station temperature at 2 m and 
sigma theta. New solar radiation and installed in 
2015Further upgrades undertaken in 2016 to improve 
reliability. . All parameters are now being successfully 
monitored.
